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Small Disadvantaged Businesses (SDBs) are expanding and contributing to the economy at a record-

breaking level. By competing for and winning federal contracts, SDBs  have supported about 329K 

jobs, driving job creation, innovation, and economic growth on a local, regional, and national level.

In FY 2021 the SBA’s 7(j) program 
assisted over 11,900 SDB’s, helping to expand the network of 
procurement-ready SDB’s and 8(a), HUBZone and EDWOSB 

firms and simultaneously help federal agencies to reach the 
increasing statutory SDB goal.  

Eligible SDBs also receive tailored business development 

assistance through Business Opportunity Specialists in 
SBA’s 68 district offices, as well as the network of 

Procurement Technical Assistance Centers. Both can be 
found through SBA.gov/Local-Assistance.
