FY2020 Highlights
• Federal government exceeded the 

small business contracting goal for 
the eighth-consecutive years.

• Awarded record-breaking $145.7* 
billion in prime contracts to small 
business. 

• Achieved 4.85%* ($27 billion) of 
eligible contracting  dollars to WOSBs. 
This was the highest amount ever and 
equates to over 129.2K jobs.

• Prime contracts awarded to over 
14,300 WOSB prime contractors -
15% of total  small business vendors. 

• Average award of $1.9 million per 
prime contractor.
