Highlights 
• The Federal government has exceeded

the small business contracting goal for

the ninth consecutive year.

• The government awarded a record -

breaking $154.2* billion in prime

contracts to small business in FY 2021.

• The federal government continued an

upward trajectory toward its HUBZone

goal, awarding 2.53%* of federal dollars
to HUBZone firms.

• HUBZone-certified small businesses

received over $14.3 billion,
equating to more than 61,000 jobs

in disadvantaged communities.

• Over 2,800 HUBZone small business

prime contractors (3% total Small

Business vendors) received awards, and
total awards averaged $5.0 million per

HUBZone contractor.
