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The Office of Financial Assistance (OFA) and the Office of the Chief Information Officer (OCIO) have been working for some time to upgrade and streamline the web based reporting system used by SBA Microlenders and the agency.  Phase I of the new system, which will be referred to as MPERS (Microloan Program Electronic Reporting System), is scheduled to be up and running by mid-summer, 2003.

This project will:

· Reduce reporting time

· Improve oversight

· Eliminate a paper based report

· Consolidate systems currently in use

Over the next several months, the finishing touches will be put on Phase I of the MPERS.  During the early spring, testing will begin.  And, by mid-April, we will move into limited production.  Limited production means that only a limited number of reporting entities will use the system during its early introduction.

Those Microloan Program intermediary lenders that traditionally make the greatest number of loans will be the first groups to participate in the limited production phase.  During the months of April, May, and June, we will phase in all intermediary lenders.  

OFA and OCIO will continue to update you on the progress of this exciting project.
