Soon we began contracting to the Federal government as a Department of Defense Contractor. 

In 1997 the company obtained a general contractors license and began construction work. The first construction job was for United Space Alliance at the Kennedy Space Center, Cape Canaveral, Florida. Presently, the company has a customer base that includes the Department of the Air Force, U.S. Army Reserve, U.S. Postal Service, Alabama National Guard, U.S. Army, General Services Administration, and various local commercial accounts. Work is performed in six states in the southeast region from Morehead, Kentucky to Fort Lauderdale, Florida.

A milestone was achieved in 1998 when the company was certified into the SBA’s 8(a) Program as a Small Disadvantaged Business. This has allowed the company many contracting opportunities to grow and to develop its business practices. The SBA and the Small Business Development Center at Troy University with its Bid Match Program have been beneficial in marketing and pursuing new business.

Currently the company employs 53 people in a various array of services. Since its small beginning the company has experienced growth each year with this year being the best yet. Many significant accomplishments have been made that help to promote growth for the future. Accomplishments that include the installation of airport lighting control systems, specialty electrical systems, site utility work, and ground-up construction.

Credit for the success of the company is attributed to its many outstanding employees. Owner and President, Ricky Carroll stated that he is grateful for the dedication and hard work of all employees. “Without them we would not be where we are today. Many of our employees have been with the company for several years. This adds stability to our company for the future.”
