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DAVID WIMMER CHOSEN NEBRASKA SMALL BUSINESS PERSON

OF THE YEAR; WILL COMPETE FOR NATIONAL TITLE IN WASHINGTON, D.C.

(OMAHA) - - David G. Wimmer, President and CEO of Wimmer’s Meat Products, Inc., located in rural West Point, Nebraska has been named Nebraska Small Business Person of the Year for 2007 by the U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA).  


David is among 53 top small business persons – one from each state, the District of Columbia and Puerto Rico/Virgin Islands, and Guam – who will be honored by the SBA at the two-day national celebration in Washington, D.C., April 23 and 24.  As the winner of the Nebraska Small Business Person of the Year award, David could be named National Small Business Person of the year during the national event. 


Leon Milobar, Nebraska’s SBA District Director, congratulated David and said, “David Wimmer and his family exemplify the entrepreneurial spirit found here in Nebraska.”

David Wimmer is CEO and Board Chairman of Wimmer’s Meat Products, Inc. located in West Point, Nebraska.   Wimmer’s Meat Products is a family owned sausage and hot dog maker who has produced the Wimmer’s brand of products since 1934.  Wimmer’s manufactures natural casing wieners, skinless wieners, natural-casing sausages, braunschweiger, summer sausages, smokies, lunchmeats and deli meats offered under the Wimmer’s®, Basset’s® , Ambassador® , and Fairbury® brands.

Collectively, Wimmer’s products are sold throughout Nebraska, Minnesota, Iowa as well as parts of Wyoming, Colorado, South Dakota, Kansas, Missouri, and Illinois.   Wimmer’s direct mail program is nation-wide in scope and it is offered through Hastings, Nebraska based Nebraska’s Famous Steaks (www.famoussteaks.com).

The company’s founder, the late George Wimmer, Sr. was a native of the little town of Hainfeld, Austria, where he served his apprenticeship in the butchering and sausage-making trades.   George learned first hand the art of blending quality meats and the most time honored combinations of natural spices.  He immigrated to the United States in 1914 and settled in Snyder, Nebraska in 1934 where he started producing Wimmer’s brand products.  

By 1955, the operation had grown so that George was able to open a branch plant in Dodge, Nebraska where he did his own slaughtering of livestock.  

In July 1957, the company moved to West Point, Nebraska which is the site of the current facility.     They continued to operate both the Dodge and West Point plants until 1984 when they closed the Dodge facility and stopped slaughtering.  

Since moving into the current facility in West Point, the company has completed four major additions to the plant with the most recent in 2004.  

The founder, George Wimmer, Sr., passed away in 1969.   Today, second and third generations of the Wimmer family in America continue to carry on his great tradition of sausage making.   Wimmer’s is still the family-owned operation with the same personal attention to quality, service, and product superiority.     

David George Wimmer and Wimmer’s Meat Products, Inc. are proud that their sausage products have received international recognition.  European experts have awarded Wimmer’s products 51 prestigious medals, 20 of them gold, at sausage competitions in Austria, Germany and Holland.

“For more than 35 years, the president has issued a proclamation declaring Small Business Weeks as a time when America salutes the achievements and contributions of the nation’s 23 million small business, “ said Leon Milobar.   “To be chosen one of 53 outstanding small businesses nationwide, from among millions, demonstrates just what an honor this is.”



District Director Leon Milobar noted that David Wimmer was judged on seven basic criteria:  staying power, growth in number of employees, increase in sales and/or unit volume, current and past financial reports; innovativeness of product or services, response to adversity and evidence of contributions to community-oriented projects.
