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SBA DISASTER APPLICATIONS
MUST BE RETURNED FOR FEDERAL LOAN ASSISTANCE
NEW YORK –The U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA) today asked victims of the severe storms and flooding (April 14 - 18, 2007) who received SBA loan applications to return them immediately so they can receive federal disaster assistance. Approximately 15 percent of the applications issued have been returned and the SBA does not want anyone to miss out on financial assistance because they failed to return a completed SBA loan application before the June 25, 2007 deadline.
“Whether it is through the SBA or other agencies, we want victims in declared disasters to get all the federal assistance possible to help them in the recovery process,” said Frank Skaggs, Director of the SBA Field Operations Center East. “When disaster victims fail to return a completed SBA disaster loan application, they may very well disqualify themselves from possible FEMA grant assistance. We strongly encourage disaster victims to turn in their completed SBA loan application immediately. By doing so, they may get financial assistance in the form of an SBA loan, a FEMA grant, or other assistance.”
An applicant who is approved for an SBA disaster assistance loan may choose to accept or not accept the loan. Applicants do not have to wait for an insurance settlement before seeing the SBA or returning their loan application. Loan applications can be returned to the Disaster Loan Outreach Center or through the mail. The deadline to return physical damage disaster assistance loan applications is June 25, 2007.

The filing deadline to return applications for physical property damage is June 25, 2007.  The deadline to return economic injury applications is January 24, 2008.
