The purpose of this notice is to remind the SBA field offices and processing centers that SBA published new size standards for small businesses receiving financial assistance from SBA in the Federal Register on January 23, 2000, as an interim final rule.  The standards became effective February 22, 2002 (a final rule published on October 24, 2002, adopted the interim size standards).  A news release announcing the changes was published on January 31, 2002, (http://www.sba.gov/news/current02/02-07.html).   
In general, SBA increased its revenue-based size standards for small businesses by 15.8 percent to account for inflation since 1994.  
For the 504 Loan program, the size standards were increased from $6 million net worth and $2 million net income to $7.0 million net worth and $2.5 million net income.
