SBA has a disaster loan program that offers long-term, low-interest, taxpayer-backed loans with 
up to 30-year repayment terms.  Applicants may receive up to $200,000 to repair disaster 
damaged primary residences.  Homeowners and renters are eligible for loans up to $40,000 to 
replace personal property such as furniture and clothing.  Loans to businesses of all sizes and 
non-profit organizations are available up to $1.5 million to repair damage to real estate, 
machinery, equipment and inventory.  Economic Injury Disaster Loans (EIDL) also are available 
to small businesses unable to pay bills or meet operating expenses.
